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The Central Bank of Malta, through an agreement with
the National Bank of Ukraine and in line with European
Union recommendations to assist displaced persons
presenting evidence of being entitled to temporary
protection as provided for in Directive 2001,/55/EC or
adequate protection under national law as referred to in
Implementing Decision (EU) 2022 /382, referred to in
the communication from the Commission 2022/C 126
/01, enables the conversion of hryvnia banknotes into
euro, which is the currency used in Malta. In the case

of displaced unaccompanied minors, the conversion
should be made by the representant provided for in

Article 16(1) of Directive 2001 /55 /EC.
® Whois eligible?

Only holders of a valid protection certificate issued
by the International Protection Agency in Malta

to beneficiaries of Temporary Protection who
originate from Ukraine are eligible to exchange
Ukrainian Hryvnia (UAH) denominated banknotes.
Unaccompanied minors can access the service
through the person certified as their legal guardian/
representative by the competent authority in Malta.

® How much can be exchanged?

Beneficiaries of Temporary Protection can
exchange banknotes amounting up to 10,000
Ukrainian Hryvnia (UAH) in 100 Hryvnia or larger
denominations. Denominations of less than 100
Ukrainian Hryvnia (UAH) will not be exchanged.
The exchange rate used will be that established

by the National Bank of Ukraine and as amended
from time to time. The Central Bank of Malta will

not levy any fees, commissions, or charges for the
exchange of such banknotes. All exchanges will be
made exclusively in euro banknotes and coins for the
equivalent value.

® Are there limitations?

The exchange of Ukrainian Hryvnia (UAH) banknotes
service is provided across several European Union
Member States and is limited up to 10,000 Ukrainian
Hryvnia (UAH) per person throughout such Member
States. Persons who have already exchanged
Hryvnia banknotes from another Member State up to
the allowed limit, will not be eligible to benefit from
additional exchanges.

® What documents are needed to access the
service?

Eligible persons accessing the service must call in
person to the Central Bank of Malta and will need to
provide their valid protection certificate issued by the
International Protection Agency in Malta, as well as
their Passport or another identification document issued
by Ukrainian authorities. No person will be allowed
to exchange Ukrainian Hryvnia (UAH) banknotes
on behalf of other eligible persons. The Central

Bank of Malta will have the right to retain copies of
personal documents of eligible persons, whereby
such records shall be used exclusively for the
management of the scheme.

® When is the service available?

The service is available only from Monday to
Friday from 8.30am to 1.00pm. The service is not
available on Saturdays, Sundays, Banking and
Public Holidays in Malta. The Central Bank of
Malta will give a three-week notice period before
terminating such a scheme.

The Central Bank of Malta is located in Valletta, the
capital city of Malta, which can be easily accessed
by using public transport ending at the main public
transport terminus in Valletta. Access to the Bank is
through an entrance adjacent to the square housing the
Tritons Fountain.
